Policy Regarding Repeat Eligibility for Families In Transition Services

Because Families In Transition has a limited amount of funding and staffing available to provide to homeless and at-risk families in the community, it is necessary to limit the amount of assistance any one family can receive. The choice to allow repeat participation by a particular family will be made based on a number of factors, including amount of assistance received, reasons for leaving program, reason for needing assistance again and consideration of apparent ability to benefit from the specific sorts of support that Families In Transition provides.
If you have received Families In Transition services previously you will need to follow these steps to determine if you are able to work with Families In Transition again:

· Please write a brief statement concerning your past experience with Families In Transition, approximate time period, case manager, what sort of assistance you received, and what led to your case being closed :
· Please give a description of what has happened to cause you to need assistance again, and how you feel you’ll be able benefit from Families In Transition services in the future:

Staff members will review your statements and your previous case and determine if you are still eligible. In many cases you will need to meet with the Executive Director and/or your former Case Manager to determine if further assistance will be appropriate. In some cases a decision will be made to not allow repeat participation in the program. You will be contacted to let you know of the decision.
